2 (6-0z.) pkgs. strawberry Jello

3 c. water

| 1/2 c. sliced ripe bananas

I (1-Ib.) can crushed pineapple, drained
(save)

2 (10-0z.) ctn. Frozen strawberries
Pineapple juice

8 oz. cream cheese

Mix 2 boxes of strawberry Jello with 3
cups of hot water. Add frozen straw-
berries; as strawberries thaw, add pine-
apple. Pour 1/2 of this mixture into
cake pan. Put into refrigerator to set.
Mix enough pineapple juice in the cream
cheese to make it spreadable. Put
cream cheese mixture on Jello that has
set up. Pour remaining Jello on top.
Refrigerate until it is firm.
